Why It's a Deal: A recent search on kayak.com yielded a



lowest round-trip airfare of $180 for travel between New York
and Miami in late July (Delta). We found similar airfares from
other major U.S. cities, including $197 from Washington,
D.C. (US Airways) and $199 from Chicago (American).

Room rates at the Loews Miami Beach Hotel for this time
period start at $299 per night, bringing you to a total of
$1,495 for the hotel room for five nights; in other words, you'd
spend about $748 per person for the hotel stay. Add at least
$180 for airfare and you would be looking at a total cost of at
least $928 per person if you booked the package parts
independently. You'll save around $329 by booking the
air/hotel package through Leisure Link.

Visitors from smaller cities will save even more with this
package, which allows for departure from places like Atlantic
City and Providence, R.l,, at no additional cost. In late July,
airfare alone would cost $305 for travel from Providence (US
Airways) and $439 from Atlantic City (Delta).
